gaff - (n.) a stick with a hook, or a barbed spear, for landing large fish

phosphorescence - (n.) light emitted by a substance without combustion or perceptible heat

albacore - (n.) a tuna that travels in large schools

fathom – (n.) a unit of length equal to 6 feet chiefly used in reference to depth of water

ineffectual – (adj.) not producing the desired effect

sound – (n.) a narrow stretch of water forming an inlet or connecting two wider areas of water such as two seas or a sea and a lake

gunwale – (n.) the upper edge of the side of a boat or ship

norther – (n.) a strong cold wind blowing in autumn and winter over Texas, Florida, and the Gulf of Mexico
interminable – (adj.) endless

stoicism – (n.) the endurance of pain or hardship without a display of feelings and without complaint

relic – (n.) an object surviving from an earlier time

rigor mortis – (n.) the stiffening of the joints and muscles of the body a few hours after death

abject – (adj.) extremely bad, unpleasant, and degrading

autonomous – (adj.) having self-government; acting independently or having the freedom to do so

delineation – (n.) the action of describing or portraying something precisely

baulk – (v.) to hesitate or be unwilling to accept an idea or undertaking

carapace – (n.) the hard upper shell of a turtle, crustacean, or arachnid

annul – (v.) to declare invalid

furl – (v.) to roll or fold up and secure neatly
